KILLED IN FALL FROM BRIDGE
BIVEN KEITH LIVES ONLY SHORT WHILE AFTER THE ACCIDENT

The funeral of Biven Keith, who was killed by a fall from a bridge near Kosmodale,
Monday, was held yesterday afternoon at South Fork Church in the presence of a number
of relatives and friends of the deceased. The remains were brought here on the morning
train. The deceased was a son of the late William and Molly Keith of this county and
was well known. Numerous near relatives in the county survive, besides 3 sisters and 3
brothers who live in various parts of the county. The following account of his death was
taken from Monday evening's Louisville Times: "Biven Keith, 32 years of age, a bridge
workman employed by T. B. Miller & Sons, contractors, at Meadow Lawn, was killed in
a fall of 8 feet from the railing to the floor of the bridge over Pond Creek this morning,
dying whileon a train on the way to Louisville. He lost his balance just after cuttinga
wire that supported a timber of the false work of the new bridge, which is located at the
Jefferson County line, between Stites Station and Kosmosdale. Coroner Ellis Duncan
will hold an inquest in the case. Keith was formerly of Hodgenville,Kentucky and had
been employed by Miller & Sons for a year. He was unmarried.
