Lessons from Jeremiah 

Jeremiah 32 (ESV) 

1. Seek the Lord on Your D                             Days 
Jeremiah 32:1 “The word that came to Jeremiah from the LORD 
in the tenth year of Zedekiah king of Judah, which was the 
eighteenth year of Nebuchadnezzar.” 

2. Suffer Faithfully for the Lord 
Jeremiah 32:2  “At that time the army of the king of Babylon 
was besieging Jerusalem, and Jeremiah the prophet was shut up 
in the court of the guard that was in the palace of the king of 
Judah.” 

3. Speak C                                 for the Lord 
Jeremiah 32:3 “For Zedekiah king of Judah had imprisoned 
him, saying, “Why do you prophesy and say, ‘Thus says the 
LORD: Behold, I am giving this city into the hand of the king of 
Babylon, and he shall capture it” 
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4. Listen to the Lord Attentively 
Jeremiah 32:6–7 “Jeremiah said, “The word of the LORD came 
to me: [7] Behold, Hanamel the son of Shallum your uncle will 
come to you and say, ‘Buy my field that is at Anathoth, for the 
right of redemption by purchase is yours.’”

Jeremiah 32:9–11 “And I bought the field at Anathoth from 
Hanamel my cousin, and weighed out the money to him, 
seventeen shekels of silver.
